The women of Tamil Nadu — from housewives who hid fugitives to
mothers who sold jewellery to fund the freedom struggle. Their names
are too many to list, but their sacrifices form an invisible chain holding
up our independence.

And here, let us not forget the heroes of Puducherry, often
overlooked in mainstream narratives. Nationalist printers and publishers,
used the freedom of French territory to publish banned journals like
‘India’, ‘Bande Mataram’, and other revolutionary tracts which were
secretly moved into British India. Brave families gave shelter to figures
like Sri Aurobindo and Subramaniya Bharathy when they sought refuge
in Puducherry after escaping British pursuit. Their contributions may not
fill pages of popular history, but without them, the story of Indian

freedom would be incomplete.
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What bound all these men and women together - whether famous like
Bharathi or forgotten like Kuyili - was the spirit of sacrifice.

My dear friends, some may ask: why must we revisit these old
stories? After all, independence came nearly 80 years ago. We must
remember them because freedom is not complete without memory. To
forget these heroes would be to betray them twice - first by their death
and second by our neglect. We must remember them because their lives
are not just history, they are lessons.

They remind us that courage is greater than fear, that sacrifice is nobler
than selfishness and that patriotism is stronger than oppression.

Our heroes gave us political freedom. They fought against foreign
rule. Today, we must fight against social evils like inequality, corruption,
and disunity. They dreamed of an Atmanirbhar Bharat. Today, we must
make India a leader in science, technology, and sustainable growth.
